In New Jersey, since 1979, the courts have utilized mandatory minimum sentences. This means that an incarcerated person must serve the entire minimum sentence before 
being eligible for parole consideration. Mandatory minimum terms are not reduced by earned credits (commutation, minimum security, or work).

Eighty-four percent (84%) of the ADTC 
population have mandatory minimum 
sentences (338 of 402). 
 
Fifty-three percent (53.5%) have 
mandatory minimum terms of 10 years 
or longer. 

 
Of the 9,133 Male IP in Other Facilities, 77.4% (7,078) have 
mandatory minimum terms. 
 
The median mandatory minimum term for Male IP in Other 
Facilities is 10.1 years (ADTC excluded). 
 
Eighty-eight percent (88.2%) of New Jersey State Prison 
Incarcerated Persons have mandatory minimum terms, and 83% 
percent of those have minimum terms of 15 years or more. 

 
The median mandatory minimum 
term at Edna Mahan is 9.3 years. 
 
At Edna Mahan, 77.2% of the 
females housed have minimum terms 
(275 of 356).

Forty-seven percent (47.2%) of the incarcerated persons in Halfway Houses, County Jails, and St. 
Francis have mandatory minimum terms (1007 of 2,131). Of these, 59.6% have mandatory 
minimum terms of 5 years or less.
