These figures reflect base or controlling offenses at 
admission only and do not include any offenses in addition to the base offense in the case of multiple sentences at admission. Additional 
sentences imposed following initial admission to the state correctional system are not included in these data. 
 

- Violent offenses include homicide, sexual assault, aggravated and simple assault, robbery, kidnapping, other sex offenses, and 
other person offenses (i.e. terroristic threats, coercion, larceny from a person, death by auto, and negligent manslaughter). Violent 
offenses grouped as “Other Sex” include criminal sexual attempt, child pornography, endangering the welfare of a child, 
prostitution, and sex offender registration violations.  

- Property offenses include burglary, arson, theft, forgery, embezzlement, and receiving/possessing stolen property. 

- Public policy offenses include racketeering, gambling, corruption, perjury, escape, bail jumping, juvenile and family-related 
offenses, and conspiracy.  

- Weapons offenses include weapon possession and operation. 

- Drug violations include distribution, manufacture, possession, and use of drugs.
